B The classifications of “Major Prophets” and “Minor
Prophets” are based  on the size of the books.

B The four Major Prophets are:
e |saiah e Ezekiel
e Jeremiah e Daniel

B The Twelve Minor Prophets are:
e Hosea e Obadiah e Nahum ¢ Haggai
e Joel e Jonah * Habakkuk e Zechariah
e Amose Micah e Zephaniah e Malachi

B Either one of Isaiah, Jeremiah, or Ezekiel is in itself

larger than all 12 of the Minor Prophets combined.

B The book of Daniel is about the combined size of
the two largest Minor Prophet books—Hosea &
Zechariah.
